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A Word From The Pastorõs Desk 
Dear Friends,  

There is a scary trend going on in the world today. Watching the news over the last few weeks it just 

seems like an unusual unfolding of the book of  Revelation. I mean, in the Middle East believers in 

Christ are being beheaded for their faith at the hands of ISIS (Islamic State of Iraq and Syria). The 

choice being presented to them is 'convert to Islam, move from the region, or be killed.ô Not to be too 

graphic, but according to the reports I saw on TV and online, they are even beheading Christian chil-

dren. ISIS is producing videos to intimidate people, and some of them are tutorials on violent behavior and how to complete a suicide bomb mis-

sion. (NY Times 2-11-2014) 

"Then I saw thrones, and they sat on them, and judgment was given to them. And I saw the souls of those who have been beheaded because of 

their testimony of Jesus and because of the word of God, and those who had not worshipped the beast or his image, and had not received the 

mark on their forehead and on their hand; and they came to life and reigned with Christ for a thousand years." (Revelation 20:4)  In another verse 

in Revelation (6:9) it says; "When the Lamb broke the fifth seal, I saw underneath the altar the souls of those who had been slain because of the 

word of God, and because of the testimony they had maintained...."  The scene in this verse is the throne room of Heaven.  I looked up the word 

"slain"- it means to put to death by violence, be mortally wounded, to slaughter, butcher. It is used several times in Revelation (6:4, 13:3, 18:24).  

Interestingly, since ISIS captured Mosul, they now are in control of the Mosul Dam. This Dam manages the control of the Tigris River in Iraq. 

Turkey also cut off flow of the Euphrates earlier in the month of June this year. Lake Assad (another damming of the Euphrates River in Syria), 

which is under ISIS control, has already been impacted in Syria, and the people are already suffering the effects with no electricity or fresh water.  

So, basically, this terror organization controls water supplies for Iraq and Syria, which brings me to the next quote from Revelation (16:12): "The 

sixth angel poured out his bowl on the great river, the Euphrates; and its water was dried up, so that the way would be prepared for the kings 

from the east."  

Last, but surely not least, is the Ebola Virus that is spreading through Western Africa, with three cases in the United States (one fatality), one 

case in Spain, and one in Norway. In August there were less than 1,000 deaths associated with the virus. Within a month's time there were 

2,000,000 people being quarantined in Sierra Leone. The speed and transmission of this trend is disturbing, and I really don't understand why our 

country is not doing more in the way of prevention. The World Health Organization said it was inevitable that the virus would spread to Europe. 

Now that brings me to my last quote from Revelation (6:8) "I looked and behold, and ashen horse; and he who sat on it had the name Death; and 

Hades was following with him. Authority was given to them over a fourth of the earth, to kill with sword and with famine and with pestilence 

and by the wild beast of the earth." This is the fourth seal and the fourth horseman of the Apocalypse. The prophecy says that 25%  of the popu-

lation will perish at the events related to this fourth horseman.  

Now, we are not in the Tribulation. There is no peace broker, nor has the Antichrist been revealed. There is no Middle East treaty. There is no 

Temple for him to desecrate. We aren't into the Revelation seals. But I think it is little consolation for those who have been violently killed, and 

who are dying by this pestilent virus. And it is obvious that a trend is developing that is consistent with what the scriptures have to say about a 

seven year period of chaos leading up the return of Christ. I've been preaching it lately more than I ever have before. Church, it's time to get 

ready. His return is soon! 

As we prepare for the Holiday season with our many outreach programs we want you to know your faithful, generous support is greatly appreci-

ated and desperately needed.
