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A Word From The Pastor’s Desk 
Dear Friends,  

The Christmas story is one that has warmed our hearts for centuries. But that very 

first story is one that had tremendous challenges for everyone involved. I began to 

really think what an experience it must have been for Mary and Joseph to make that 

journey that year. Of all the years to call for a census! Of course, we know that the 

census was a fancy way of imposing a tax upon the citizens of Israel. But, think of all 

else that was going on in this family. Visits from angels, miraculous pregnancies, strange dreams, almost divorced be-

fore they were married! I mean... they were really going through some time! And now she is getting ready to come full 

term, yet as pregnant as she is, they must make the arduous 75 mile journey to Bethlehem. I wonder if she cried out to 

the Lord, "Why now, Lord?"  

At face value it would seem that Mary and Joseph had to make the journey because the Emperor ordered it... plain 

and simple! Just a coincidence. But was that the only reason? Of course we know through scripture that it was in God's 

overall plan for Jesus to be born in Bethlehem. (Micah 5:2)  

What does this story mean to us today? Sometimes we think things happen in our lives that are simply coincidenc-

es. But we all can look back at several incidences in our lives and see the hand of God in them. Sometimes He has to 

allow us to go through the seasons of difficulty and challenges of trials so that He has the chance to prove Himself to 

us, so that He can bring about the miracle and cause His name to be glorified in our lives. This is what makes the story 

of Mary and Joseph's travel to Bethlehem so relevant to you and I today.  

The shepherds also responded to the call of the angels ï and journeyed to Jesus in Bethlehem. To be obedient they 

had to leave their flocks to find Him. Think of what that meant. They had to leave some things behind to find Jesus.  

Also, they could find Jesus because He was in the place where God wanted him. I wonder, are we in the place to-

day where God wants us?  

Sometimes I fear that the Christmas story is so well known that we are anesthetized to its effectiveness on us. But 

the challenge to you and I is this: Do we have the stamina to walk through the challenges and hardships, trusting in the 

promise He has given? Do we let go of our own understanding and make room for His power to move? And do we 

have the desire, like the Shepherds to come to Jesus? We may have to put ourselves out to get there. It may mean we 

have to leave things behind to come to Him. But in the end, like the Shepherds, we will be blessed if we come and 

spend time with Him in worship.  

In all the busyness that surrounds this season, I pray it won't take you away from the life sustaining lessons found 

in this journey to Bethlehem. We are grateful for your continued support to this ministry. We ask that perhaps you 

would pray about sending a little extra in support to cover the extra Christmas expenses incurred this month. And, may 

you and your families have a blessed Christmas and a happy, healthy, and safe New Year!
