Maria Baez, age 77: Maria has been 

coming for 25 years. She is very happy 

to come to the services and outreach-

es because, in her words, òPastor 

helps me make ends meet.ó 

Rosa, age 76: Rosa has been attending ser-

vices for 15 years. òI love the church service 

and all the help I get from Hope For The Future 

Ministries.  

Ampara Ramos is 77 years old and has attended 

Church Without Walls for 12 years. òI am happy 

because I get to spend time with others, I get a 

great meal, and receive support.ó  

Maria Cruz, age 72, also has been 

coming to HFTF for 12 years, telling 

us òitõs really good food.ó Maria gets 

through the month, thanks to the 

pantry items she receives. Also she 

loves the services because she òlikes 

to grow in God at Church Without 

Walls.ó 

Anna, 72, has been with HFTF for 15 years. 

When we asked her why she attends, Anna 

told us she comes because she loves Pastor. 

Down through the years she has received a 

lot of support from the ministry that helped 

her to raise her 2 daughters, who are now 

grown women with children of their own. 

HFTF has helped 3 generations of Annaõs 

family come to know Jesus as their Lord.  

Jesus is 82 years old and has been 

coming for 13 years now. He had the 

challenge of so many grandparents 

today; the raising of two of his grand-

children, all while on a very limited 

income. He says the ministry has 

helped him with food, clothing, and 

Christmas gifts not only for the chil-

dren, but also for himself and his wife. 

The food support enabled him to 

make ends meet.  

   Altigracias is 68 years old, and also has been   

coming for the last 13 years to HFTF outreaches, and 

Church Without Walls. She is so grateful for all the 

food, clothing, and help with Christmas, unable to 

handle the extra costs of raising her grandchildren 

while on a limited budget.  
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    We never know week to week what spiritual challenges we 

will find in Tompkins Square Park. This past week was the first 

service day with really nice weather. Usually that means we 

face some challenges with groups coming out with alternate 

messages from the gospel. Sure enough, a bus pulled up right 

alone side our outreach that was as opposite to the gospel as 

darkness is to light. This feminist group had some of their wom-

en scantily dressed (Iõm describing them modestly), with a 

band playing strange music, and their anti-God, anti-Christ 

message.  

    With not only a youth group in attendance with very little ex-

perience in spiritual warfare, there was also the homeless in 

the park, and our seniors with their grandchildren, who could 

be influenced negatively by their message.
